This poster looks at some common misconceptions which lead to inaction and argues that a simple grassroots solution to Climate Change is 
feasible.

“Renewables will fix it”

• The public don’t want the required change;
• The media won’t allow it.

“Why isn’t the government doing anything?”

“One person can’t make a difference”

• Critical mass theory shows how large change 
is usually initiated by a small group
• Once 10% of a population adopt a new idea, 
take-up increases rapidly. 
• History shows many examples of individuals 
initiating change: race rights, women’s rights.
• Many people are aware how serious Climate 
Change is.  They are just waiting for you to 
show them how to change.

Everyday habits you should reconsider

Solution

Renewables are not going to scale up in time.  
The government are not going to enforce the required reduction in consumption

The solution is simple… we all need to stop consuming.

We cannot expect to persuade others to slash emissions if we have not done so ourselves.  We each need to stop consuming 
and start persuading others to stop consuming.

• Stop flying.  Save 1 ton.
• Stop driving.  Save 2 tonnes.
• Turn down the heating.  Put on a jumper.  Save 1 ton.
• Only eat local organic food.  Reduce meat to once a week.  Save 1.8 tonnes.
• Buy less stuff. Make do and mend, buy second hand, swap.  Save 2.5 tonnes.
• Use less electricity.  Save 1.8 tonnes.
• Go out less.  Spend less in restaurants, hotels and pubs. Save 0.6 tonnes.
• Stop wasting water.  Save 0.15 tonnes.
• Work less, earn less – less taxes spent on construction, etc.
